He explained the need to be aware of the legal and environmental requirements before setting up any local iniatives. The use and availability of Waste Transfer Notes etc allowing for the correct environmental audits to be carried out by the licensing authorities is essential.

A briefing note given to PBN by Tracy Bevan, PCC Commercial Waste Manage. August 2008

Tenby Commercial Recycling Pilot Scheme

As a local authority, Pembrokeshire County Council has been set strict targets that require us to divert an ever increasing amount of waste from landfill.  Commercial recycling is an area we wish to target to help us achieve this.

The Waste Management Section is currently developing a bid to be submitted to the Welsh European Funding Office. If successful, the grant money could be used to roll out a commercial recycling scheme across the County to all of our trade waste customers.

Pembrokeshire County Council is currently working with current trade waste customers within Tenby to reduce the amount of dry recyclable material you currently dispose through landfill.  The pilot scheme is running for a six week period this summer, from week commencing Monday, 28th July 2008 until and including week commencing Monday, 1st September 2008 from which we hope to retrieve the necessary data to support our bid.  The pilot scheme is only be available to our trade waste customers located in Tenby and will be provided at no extra cost for the duration of this pilot.  The scheme is almost identical to the orange bag scheme run by the Authority for domestic properties, except this will be using clear commercial recycling bags. Additionally, kerbside glass recycling will be offered to large producers of glass using designated wheeled bins.

Free Recycling for Businesses

Businesses within Pembrokeshire can recycle aluminum and steel cans, mixed paper, segregated glass and cardboard at all of our Civic Amenity and Recycling Centers located throughout the County free of charge.  Any other waste being brought to the Civic Amenity and Recycling Centers will be chargeable according to the size of the load.

Additionally, aluminum and steel cans, mixed paper and segregated glass can be recycled, again free of charge, at any of our bring centers located throughout the County.

                                                                                                                                 

Glass Recycling

Current trade waste customers that produce large amounts of glass are permitted to take part in our commercial glass recycling pilot scheme, allowing the individual business to recycle mixed glass, providing they have space available to house the recycling igloo, the lorry has adequate space to safely service the recycling igloo and more importantly, there are glass recycling igloos available.
