Planning applications.  

1. James Williams site: The latest application to PCC (07/1506/PA) from Landmarque Sites Ltd, Worcestershire is for 48 dwellings

Lower St James Street traffic flow.

Although double yellow lines are drawn at this “pinch point” vehicles are parking with impunity, continuously. Meeting held with PCC to resolve. Police and Traffic Warden are now targeting illegal parking in St J St.

School Playground “Car Parking” 

The use of the playground car park between the hours of 8am and 6:30pm continues to be successful and a benefit to the town

Responsibility for opening and closing the “gate” is currently undertaken by our Treasurer supported by Sylvia from the Buff Club. John also cleans up the rubbish that is deposited in the playground!! 

Pembrokeshire County Council have demanded that the temporary car park warning notice be changed to include the credit “in partnership with Pembrokeshire County Council” This was done using DymoTape. Unfortunately this has been deemed unacceptable by PCC as the lettering size is smaller than that of the Chamber!!!

· Develop themed ‘artwork’ signage for each of the Streets / area’s of the town. Thus the design style would be different for High St, for St James St, for Market Square etc etc

· To make the signs both informative and interesting to our customers and visitors.

General Finance and business down turn 

· The British Retail Consortium reported that retail sales ROSE by 1.1% on a like for like basis and 3.2% on a total basis, from January 2008. However Internet sales in January were UP 19.2%.

Fair Trade and Narberth.

Narberth Town Council has agreed that the town could apply for Fair Trade status. This means that a number measures have to be fulfilled before this can be granted. Most of the criteria have been fulfilled already.
